You can feed a variety of Exotic Cats with your tour guide (safely, 3' away
from the cats using a feeding pole). 
We have 27 Big Cats from around the world including tigers, lions, cougars, a leopard, and the
extremely rare golden tabby tiger, barbary lions, and a liger (1/2 lion-1/2 tiger). 
Cat treats are $1.00 each.
